17HO00 Visit the Hill of Crosses, the most stunning symbol of Lithuanian resistance to
Soviet oppression.

DAY 4

At the start, the guide will take you to the colourful Riga Central Market to get a taste of
Riga local life. Then you will enjoy a look at the Academy of Science, a relic of the Soviet
past. Then, the group will move on the old city center and enjoy the rich architectural
heritage of Riga, an elegant blend of Gothic, Baroque, Renaissance and Medieval styles.
You will also discover St Peter's church, the House of Blackheads, the Guild houses, the
Latvian parliament, the three brothers, the monument of freedom and the Swedish gate.
